Approve Minutes:  Motion by Dongvillo, second by Shafer, to approve the minutes of the April 9th regular meeting, and the April 19th & 26th special meetings.  4 ayes
Department and Committee Reports:  Reports were available from the DPW/Water, Library, Fire, Ambulance, and assessor.   Fire meeting minutes recommend selling the Burt II rescue boat due to repair costs.  Motion by Dongvillo, second by D. Lundquist to act upon the recommendation of the Fire Department and request bids for the disposal of the Burt II.   4 ayes.  Assessor report requests the board approve the procedures for property exemption.  Motion by Dongvillo, second by Shafer, to adopt resolution 2019-05-01 detailing the procedures to be followed for the granting and removal of real property exemptions.  4 ayes.  
Appointments/Resignations:   Motion by Dongvillo, second by Shafer, to approve Ed Petersen as a new member of the Ambulance Corps as a driver.  4 ayes
Supervisor Report:  We welcome Lou Lundquist to the board as the new trustee.  The recycling bins have been moved out to the M-77 location for the summer months. Recycling will continue on the second and fourth Wednesday of every month. The Memorial Day service will be held at 11:00 AM at the Veterans Memorial with a luncheon for the community immediately following at the school.
Treasurer’s reports and Approval of Bills:  Treasurer’s report – ($999,713.38) Motion by Dongvillo, second by D. Lundquist, to accept treasurer’s report and approve the bills for payment. ($109,173.18) 4 ayes.

Scott Dianda, Marijuana Dispensary proposal:  Mr. Dianda did not attend this meeting.  We will follow up and let you know if it is rescheduled.  
PUBLIC HEARING – Ambulance Grant from RDA:  No questions or comments from the general public.  Motion by Shafer, second by D. Lundquist, to accept the grant from Rural Development for $120,000, with a direct loan of $35,000 and a $60,000 contribution from the Ambulance savings, to purchase a new ambulance.  4 ayes.
Woodland Park – additional employee approval:  Motion by Dongvillo, second by L. Lundquist, to approve Julie Petersen as a new employee at Woodland Park and to adjust the pay for existing employee.  4 ayes.
Woodland Park – new water heater and gas line repair:  Motion by Shafer, second by Dongvillo, to approve the estimate from Bowman Gas for a new water heater for the park bathhouse and to repair the underground gas line for a cost of no more than $7,000.  4 ayes. 

Woodland Park – tree removal:   Motion by D. Lundquist, second by L. Lundquist, to approve the quote from Manistique Tree service for the necessary tree removal and trimming in the park, at a cost of $3,400.00.

Splash in:  ED Bowen updated the board on the Splash In scheduled for weekend of June 15-16, 2019.  We hope for better weather this year.
Airport Hangar lease renewal:  Motion by Shafer, second by Dongvillo, to renew the lease with Ed Bowen for the airport hangar for the next year, May 15, 2019, through May 15, 2020.  4 ayes

Fireworks Contribution-Chamber:  Motion by Dongvillo, second by L. Lundquist, to approve the $3,500 contribution to the Chamber of Commerce to offset the cost of the fireworks.  4 ayes.  
Township Property Logging:   Report from Grossman Forestry shows that an area in Section 13, approximately 38 acres, is prime for logging.  Motion by Dongvillo, second by D. Lundquist, to approve the Timber Sale administration agreement with Grossman Forestry.   4 ayes.

Fire Dept/Approval of Darley Payment:   Motion by Dongvillo, second by Shafer, to approve the purchase of a new skid unit for the Fire Department, 50/50 grant with the DNR, total cost $10,000, 4 ayes.

Public Comment:   Grand Marais Sportsmans Club presented a request to the board to lease property off M77, west of Harju Rd. for the purpose of a clubhouse.
