Old Business:
Ambulance grant/additional specifications/O2 lift:  One bid received from Emergency Vehicles Plus, Holland, MI - $184,304.00.  This was the same price they quoted last November.  Ambulance Corps would like to add an Auto O2 (Oxygen lift) for an additional $2,000.   Motion by Shafer, second by McShane to proceed with the purchase and accept the bid from Emergency Vehicles Plus.   4 ayes.  

New Business:   
Maresa agreement/School tax:  Motion by Dongvillo, second by Shafer, to enter into the agreement with Maresa to collect and disburse the school tax for $6,600 in 2019.  4 ayes.
Woodland Park/Additional employees:  Motion by Dongvillo, second by McShane, to approve two additional employees for Woodland park 2019 season (Heinonen) 4 ayes.  

New Shredder/township office:  Motion by McShane, second by Shafer to approve the purchase of a Powershred 125 from Fellowes.com for $730.00.  4 ayes.  

Township offices exterior construction/Power lines:  Contacted Alger Delta along with Hitching Post Electric to get cost estimate for burying the power lines that connect to the township office building.  Also contacting Northern Energy to inquire about spray foam insulation to seal the building before Big Marsh installs the siding. 

Ambulance Scholarship:  Ambulance Corps has an interested party willing to take the EMT course.  They will update their policies and submit paperwork for tuition costs at the next board meeting.  Candidate must pass the course and serve for a minimum of one year after licensing.

Lease with Sportsmans Club:  Sportsmans club has asked the board to enter into an agreement for a long term lease of a parcel of land on the township property that borders Harju Rd. and M-77.  They plan to develop a club house. The board is supportive of this and will work with them to finalize a lease agreement.
Veterans Affairs:  Supervisor Shafer was contacted by a representative of the Veterans Association and they would like to set up monthly visits to our community to meet with and assist local veterans in any way they can.  We have made arrangements for them to use an office in the medical center.  We will publicize when we get a schedule.  
Marina Gas:  Local business requested an account to be billed monthly for gas purchases from the Marina.  Discussion of credit/cash discounts. 

Veterans Memorial Flagpole:  Motion by Shafer, second by Dongvillo, to purchase a new 30’ flagpole for the Veteran’s memorial from Liberty Flagpole Company for $2,950.00.  4 ayes.  The one we currently have was 35’ and has cracked and cannot be used.

Gravel/Marina Project:  Motion by Dongvillo, second by McShane, to accept the bid from Gerou Excavating to deliver 300 yards of gravel for $9,600.00 to be used for the Marina bathhouse project.  4 ayes.  

Sidewalk repair after water leak/Wolf Creek:  Motion by L. Lundquist, second by Dongvillo, to approve the cost for repair of the sidewalk at Everett and Emma at $23 per linear foot, from Wolf Creek.  4 ayes.   Sidewalk was damaged/removed to fix the water leak.

Talsma Controls/Well #3 transducer:  Motion by McShane, second by Dongvillo, to approve the replacement of the pressure transducer on well#3 at a cost of $2,000.00 from Talsma controls.  4 ayes.
