Old Business:   
Fuel System:  First project meeting was held on April 14th.  Schedule will be determined by the tank manufacturer.  As soon as we near completion date of the new tank, we can schedule the construction accordingly.  It possibly could be early June, if not it will be later in the summer to avoid the fishing tournament and the 4th of July busy marina.
Woodland Park – Rates/Reservations/Rules – 2021 season:  Motion by McShane, second by Lou Lundquist, to increase the number of campsites available for reservations to 35. 
Law Enforcement/Budget Review:  Discussion regarding the contract/proposal provided by Sheriff Brock agreeing to provide additional law enforcement road patrol in our township for $23,500 per year.  Reviewing park and general fund budget for possible amendments.  Reduction in the days on the schedule to save money.  Motion by Shafer, second by Deb Lundquist, to move forward with negotiations with the Sheriff for the additional road patrol, not to exceed $20,000, for one year only.   4 ayes, 1 nay.  

New Business: 
Tree trimming/cutting in Woodland park (Manistique tree and fence):   Motion by McShane, second by Deb Lundquist, to approve the estimate from Manistique tree and fence for $11,400, to remove 11 trees, and trim others as needed, with stump removal included.  5 ayes
ACRC  contract for parking lot at end of Lake Street:  Motion by Shafer, second by Lou Lundquist, to authorize the supervisor to sign the contract with ACRC to create a paved angle parking area along the west edge of the Lake Street cul-de-sac for a estimated cost of $55,794.  5 ayes.  
National Park Rescue boat:  Motion by McShane, second by Deb Lundquist, to allow the National Park Service 23ft rescue boat, SeaArk, to doc at our marina for the 2021 season for $1,000.00.  5 ayes.

Grand Marais United Methodist Church concessions:   Letter from Devin Lawrence dated 04/21 regarding the use of their concession trailer throughout the summer at their property on Brazel street.  Would this be allowed under the Transient Merchant Ordinance or would a conditional use permit be needed?  Board feels this would be covered under the transient merchant ordinance, since it would be a trailer on private property, and no fees would be charged due to the residency and religious reasons.
