Attendance:  Sheri Shafer, Lori McShane, Lou Lundquist, Tara Dongvillo, and Deb Lundquist 
Agenda:  Motion by McShane, second by Dongvillo, to approve the agenda with the addition of policy sheet review, under new business item G.
Public Comments: Barb Massey commented on the Librarians report and asked for specifics regarding the parking in front of the community center. The librarian would appreciate it if the bus patrons would not park directly in front of the library for the all day trips to Marquette.
Correspondence:  none
Approve Minutes:  Motion by Dongvillo, second by Deb Lundquist, to approve the minutes of the June 8th regular meeting.  5 ayes. 
Department and Committee Reports:  Reports were available from the Assessor, DPW &Water, Park and Library.  No fire.
Appointments/Resignations:   Still looking for someone for the Board of Review.
Supervisor Report:  The 4th of July parade and celebration was wonderful.   Thank you to all that made floats and the chamber of commerce for putting it together.  We have a new Physician’s Assistant that will be in residence at the medical center replacing Dr. Ray.  Please call the Baycare clinic in Munising for more information and to schedule an appointment.   
Treasurer’s report and Approval of Bills:  Treasurer’s report – ($1,180,255.54) Motion by Dongvillo, second by Deb Lundquist to accept treasurer’s report and approve the bills for payment. ($91,098.08) 5 ayes. 
Unfinished Business:  

Fuel System:  The fuel system replacement project will have to be rescheduled.  The cement work will begin week of July 19th but the major installation will take place later this summer.  We are waiting to hear from Northwest Petro about the new schedule.  
Sportsman’s club – lease of land off M77/Harju:  The Sportsman’s club presented the board with a draft lease agreement which was reviewed.  Some questions and changes will be discussed.
Coast Guard Boat Dock:  The township was presented two options for acquiring the land from the federal government on coast guard point road. The first was to purchase as a negotiated sale at fair market value and the other was to apply for a program called Federal Lands to Parks.  The board agreed to pursue the Federal Lands to Parks program, which would be no cost to the township, but there will be rules for the use of the land in perpetuity. 

Planning Commission – Recreation Plan resolution and Master Plan contract with CUPPAD:  Motion by McShane, second by Shafer, to adopt Resolution 2021-07-01to adopt the five-year recreation plan for 2021-2025 and submit to the DNR.  Roll call vote 5 ayes.  Motion by Dongvillo, second by McShane, to authorize Supervisor Shafer to sign the contract with CUPPAD to assist in updating our Master Plan, for a fee of no more than $10,000.  5 ayes.

New Business:
Woodland Park – purchase of back up septic pump:  The septic pump in the west end bathhouse of Woodland Park had problems right before the holiday weekend and we were lucky to be able to get a replacement quickly.  It is recommended we purchase one to have on hand.  Motion by Lou Lundquist, second by Shafer to authorize the purchase of a septic pump for $769.50 from ZORO.  5 ayes.
DPW/Fire/Amb-New LED outdoor Lights:  Letter from Tisha Panter dated July 11, 2021, regarding the LED lights proposed for the outside of the Emergency Services Building.  Letter states that although LED lights can provide a cost savings, they also can be a hinderance to the “dark sky” viewing that many people enjoy up here and they may emit a harmful light for people and wildlife.  The LED lights proposed for the outside of the building will be “hooded” and will be downward facing as to be less invasive.   Motion by Lou Lundquist, second by Deb Lundquist, to approve the purchase of the replacement LED lights from Grainger at a cost of $1,452.48.  5 ayes.  
Water Dept. RRI account:  It was suggested by our auditor that the money in the RRI account could be invested differently to gain a better interest rate if we were not planning to spend in the near future.  Treasurer Dongvillo suggested she look into possible CD rates for investment.  Board concurred. 

Food trucks – location and review of Transient Merchant Ordinance:  We have received some complaints regarding the location of the food trucks on the bay hill.  The most recent food truck addition was placed in that location due to the Marina construction that was planned for this summer.  Now that we have rescheduled that, we will review the available locations and may have the truck relocate.  
Fireworks-State law/local ordinance:  Two letters of correspondence were received regarding fireworks being shot off on public property (not the chamber sponsored ones on the holiday).  Per Sheriff Brock, the township would have to adopt an ordinance for them to be able to enforce the state law which regulates where and when fireworks can be set off.  Information was distributed to the board for review and further conversation with the Sheriff will be necessary to clarify.  

Zoning Ordinance – camping on vacant property:  There have been many complaints from residents regarding tents and camping on vacant property.  We have reviewed our zoning ordinance and with the advice of the township attorney have sent correspondence asking the property owners to discontinue camping on the vacant property in the Bay district.  The township attorney advises that a tent or non-permanent structure cannot be used as a single-family dwelling.  We will refer back to the township attorney for further clarification before any further action is taken on other properties. 

Policy Sheet Review:  In lieu of the recent $2.00 increase in the Park and Marina Laborers wages, it is recommended we review the pay scale for the DPW/water personnel.  Motion by Lou Lundquist, second by Dongvillo, to increase the DPW/Water operators hourly wage by $2.00.  5 ayes.  
Other:    Will need to schedule special meeting next week for budget review and then again, the following week for the auditor’s presentation.
